The conference required me to really exhibit trust, love, faith and patience at each junc-

ture. Our Pacific region is blessed with delegates who care and exhibit passion. Who take 
into their deepest innermost selves the charge to be ‗guardians of our entire fellow-

ship‘ (look up any reference by Bill to support this). 

This is not, I repeat NOT, a light anecdotal self pat on the back. If we don‘t guard our fel-
lowship with passion and love and service, if we are not spiritually fit to take a path which 

could at times try our very faith in AA as a whole, then we ought to make it our responsi-
bility to study the steps, then study the traditions and align our mind and heart to this 

movement of one alcoholic talking to another alcoholic. 

I didn‘t say study the concepts on purpose, although it has been to my benefit to do so. 
My interest in the concepts and a zeal for the well being of AA didn‘t come overnight. It 
came after I read AA comes of age and in understanding our experience though this fel-

lowship‘s infancy and how we became entirely self supporting and self steering. The con-
cepts themselves actually jumped off the page during the conference. They came alive 

when experiencing all of the aspects of what the conference does to reach its recommen-

dations. 

This particular record of my feelings may never be seen or read by anyone else, but I‘ve 

got to remember the intense feeling that I am charged with; to look out for our area‘s well 
being and our trusted servants which will migrate down the inverted triangle to serve our 
area, our conference, the general service board and its corporations and to exhibit leader-

ship by example, experience, strength and hope. 
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I need to remember exactly how I am feeling. 

Saturday, May 2, 2009 

After I went to the theater today for matinee (after four hours of 
sleep last night), and as I sat watching the play, I was feeling a 
deep sense of concern for the well being of AA. We are 100% re-

sponsible for this fellowship, do not take that lightly. 

This year‘s conference revealed to me that if we don‘t raise up 
trusted servants with a passion for this fellowship within our 

groups, districts and area, then we could be contributing to a big-

ger concern regarding the wellbeing our whole fellowship. 

I would be so bold as to say, that if you haven‘t worked the steps 

from 1 through 12, you ought not to go much further with your 



 

 At closing brunch today, I heard from two trusted servants who we‘re completely in to di-

visive behavior. One was just blatant about suggesting this is an ‗us and them‘ fellowship 
and we are on our own. The second was much more diplomatic in his approach. However 

both we‘re in a minority and not on principle of what is best for our fellowship, but rather 

being in the minority as martyrs for minority sake only. 

I truly trust our process. And, in the end with grueling hours of loving discussion, the 

group‘s conscience did emerge at this year‘s conference and we did not settle for good in-

stead of the best.  

A number of items failed on the floor, a number of items were sent back to committee. A 

number of items that did pass did so with great care and careful consideration. Sure there 
were procedural concerns, sure at times we had heated debate, but at the conclusion of 
each item we were able to sit next to someone who may not have voted the same way on 

an item and felt just at home as if we‘d been in the same home group for years with no 

feelings of disunity. 

We ourselves should always remember not to take ourselves too seriously, but in the same 

breath I implore this area not ever to consider half measures to be ―good enough‖.

I have learned a smidgen of 
what there is to know. 

     Many people don‘t know why we even have an AA Archives. To be honest, I didn‘t really have a good answer for 
them other than to know our history. Carl Sandberg said, ―Whenever a society or civilization perishes there is always 

one condition present, they forgot where they came from.‖  Gee, doesn‘t that sound familiar? 

     As Area 93 Archives Committee Chair I am responsible for bringing the traveling display to various events within 
Area 93 to show people a little of AA‘s history and to you into visiting the Area 93 Repository and viewing the arti-
facts of our local as well as distant fellowship. This is all funded by our seventh tradition. It can be unclear how the 
AA Archives equates to a 12 step call?‖ 

     We have all heard the Twelve Traditions read numerous times and maybe even read about how they came to be. 
And of course we all know that the Twelve Traditions are the guardians of the group as the Twelve Steps are the 
guardians of the individual. Before the Twelve Traditions were written there were groups all over the United States 
and Canada. When Bill‘s secretary polled these groups to find out what their guidelines were for membership, Bill 

discovered the rules were arbitrary according to the groups‘ wishes. Restrictive rules about gender, religion, addicts, 
sexual identity, and others were blocking folks (like me) from joining. Bill realized that in order for anybody to be 
able to go to a meeting and get sober, there had to be some guidelines for the group. 

     Most groups did not want to be told whom they could and could not allow into their meetings. They fought Bill‘s 
ideas to the bitter end. Bill diligently tried for seven years to finally get the Twelve Traditions passed by the group 
conscience. And thank God he did. Without the Twelve Traditions there would most likely not be any Alcoholics 
Anonymous around for me, you or our kids to join and thereby save, or at least change my/our life for the better. If 
that is not a Twelve Step call, then I don‘t know what is. 

     Learning how all that came about has inspired me to want to know more, like how the Twelve Concepts were 

written and why. This could take me a while since I now have another dozen books to read on the conception of this 
great fellowship. I hope this helps you as much as it has me. Thanks for making a 12-step call on me.
