The 2010 International Convention of Alcoholics Anonymous will be held July 1-4 in San Antonio, Texas with the theme “A Vision for
You.” A.A. members and guests from around the world will celebrate A.A.’s 75th year at this event with big meetings held Friday
night, Saturday night and Sunday morning in the Alamodome. Other meetings, scheduled or informal, will take place throughout the
weekend in the San Antonio Convention Center and local hotels.

Registration opens in the Henry B. Gonzalez Convention Center on Wednesday June 30, 2010 at 8:00 a.m. Registration will continue
Wednesday, Thursday and Friday, from 8:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m., and Saturday from 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. The opening Party in the
Park starts at approximately 8:00 p.m. Thursday evening, July 1 and ends at midnight.

Marathon meetings will begin at midnight on Thursday, and run around the clock until Sunday morning. Meetings start at the Conven-
tion Center on Friday at 9:00 a.m. and continue until 5:00 p.m., with the same schedule on Saturday.

Friday night and Saturday night from 8:00 to 10:00 p.m., we gather in the Alamodome stadium for Big Meetings. The Flag Ceremony
will take place before the meeting on Friday night, and Saturday we will have an oldtimers meeting, where A.A.s with more than 40
years of sobriety will share.

The closing meeting will take place in the Alamodome on Sunday from 9:00 — 11:00 a.m.

Since the time of my last writing, | may have had the single most highlight of my service career. | don’t know what could top this one. Of
course we’ll have many opportunities this year with PRAASA, the International Convention and the Pacific Region Forum. But what | would
like to share with you is my recent invitation to the January board weekend in Rye Brook, NY. Jan 29 - Feb1, 2010

On December 29t | received a phone call that would change my life. The delegate from the SE Michigan Area had decided to step down from
his position. After | inquired about his health and wellbeing of his loved ones, he assured me it was for personal reasons and all were ok. |
was in the middle of playing board games with family and friends when | took this call and after | hung up | was in shock. | knew what this
meant for me, as alternate chairperson of the conference committee on literature | was now going to assume the chairmanship. What an

order? Hardly, | was ecstatic.

This news meant | was going to be on a plane in four weeks time to attend the general service board meeting and many of the trustees’ com-
mittee meetings. This is where it all comes together and the final conference agenda is decided upon. | would attend a delegate chair orien-
tation on Friday and then become a fly on the wall for the rest of the time. | use the term ‘weekend’ loosely as a board weekend starts on
Friday and ends on a Monday. Considering travel to and from, this is easily a five day affair.

The first day | arrived at orientation right off the plane (I had to come in on a red-eye). Members of the board were present, staff from the
GSO and 14 delegates who currently serve as chairpersons. It was a time to learn of our responsibilities and listen to a few remarks from our
general manager and chairman of the board. They both offered comments about leadership in AA. Not just leadership, but “Servant Leader-
ship”. Some thoughts offered to us were borrowed from Greenleaf, a terrific and apropos style that would serve us all to consider as we

trudge this road of happy destiny. | offer you the following;:

The phrase “Servant Leadership” was coined by Robert K. Greenleaf in The Servant as Leader, an essay that he first published in 1970. In
that essay, he said: "The servant-leader is servant first... It begins with the natural feeling that one wants to serve, to serve first. Then con-
scious choice brings one to aspire to lead. That person is sharply different from one who is leader first; perhaps because of the need to as-
suage an unusual power drive or to acquire material possessions...The leader-first and the servant-first are two extreme types. Between

them there are shadings and blends that are part of the infinite variety of human nature."
We enjoyed a casual dinner and fellowship in the city of New York Friday evening.

Saturday and Sunday were the trustees’ committee meetings. Aside from the corresponding conference committee that | am chairing, | was
able to ‘drop in’ on any of the other committees both days. | visited the trustees’ committees on Conference, International Conventions/
Regional Forums, Literature (of course), International and Finance. Saturday night we had a dinner and AA meeting and then | went back to a
committee meeting that had unfinished business until midnight. Sunday after lunch we attended the Trustees Sharing Session and the 1728
meeting. A 1728 meeting (12x12x12 = 1728) is an opportunity for new (and maybe not so new) Class A trustees to hear from AA members
and to ask questions or comment on how and why we do what we do. Afterward the 14 delegate chairs went to dinner together and shared
food, fellowship and most of all excitement for the 60th General Service Conference.

Monday morning is where it all comes together. This is the meeting of the General Service Board. Much like the conference itself, the com-
mittees bring their reports to the board along with any recommendations. If there are recommendations, the board will discuss and vote on
each item. After which the entire report is voted on and accepted by the board. This was magical to me. | saw a group of twenty one persons
who care deeply for our fellowship and offered amazing input. | was quoted as saying “they were careful and deliberate about the process”.
Many items, especially the Grapevine budget, took great care and consideration before a vote could be taken. The board meeting itself went

over by 2 % hours.

There is much to share about this privilege of so very few. And | could easily write pages and pages on my impressions. | would like to sum up
by saying that if this weekend and this general service board is any indication of how the conference is going to go this year; it is going to be
fantastic! | hope the chronic optimism of your delegate is contagious. All the delegate chairs couldn’t wait to get home to tell of their feeling
that our conference has really turned a corner. And as we try to adopt a servant leadership style, we hope to encourage the delegates at our
first meeting by sharing our feelings that we all left with. Thank you for allowing me to serve you in this way. | am overjoyed. All this just for
putting the drink down? Somebody pinch me.
